WRAP

FINISHED MEASUREMENTS 
22” wide x 46” long/56cm x  117cm 
 

 

 
MATERIALS 
• 2 balls N.Y. Yarns TWINKLE 58% nylon, 
40% acrylic, 2% polyester (1.75 oz/50 g; 
92yd/85m) in color #31 crystal (A) 
• 2 balls in color #49 Pinks (B)  
• 2 balls in #21 Sparkles (C) 
• Size K-10.5 (6.5 mm) crochet hook 
OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE 
• Yarn needle 
• 76 pastel acrylic teardrop beads -  
½”/1.3cm long (optional) 
• Matching sewing thread and needle for 
attaching beads (optional) 
 
 
GAUGE 
13 sts and 6 rows = 4"/10 cm in pattern 
TAKE TIME TO CHECK GAUGE  
 
 
 
WRAP 
With A, chain [ch] 74.  
Row 1 Double crochet [dc] in 6th chain 
from hook, *ch 1, skip next ch, dc in next 
ch; repeat from * across, turn – 35  
ch-1 spaces.  
Row 2 Ch 3 (counts as dc), dc in next ch-1 
space, (ch 1, dc) in each ch-1 space across 
to ch-1 space of beginning ch, dc in next ch 
of beginning ch, turn – 34 ch-1 spaces. 
Row 3 Ch 4 (counts as dc, ch 1), skip first 
2 dcs, (dc, ch 1) in each ch-1 space across 
to last ch-1 space, skip next dc, dc in 3rd 
ch of beginning ch, turn – 35 ch-1 spaces. 
Repeat Rows 2-3 for pattern throughout.

With A, work in established pattern until 12 
rows are complete or until one ball of A is 
almost used up, ending with a complete 
row of A. Fasten off A, join B. 
With B, work in established pattern for 11 
rows or until one ball of B is almost used 
up, ending with a complete row of B. 
Fasten off B, join C. 
With C, work in established pattern for 22 
rows or until 2 balls of C are almost used 
up, ending with a complete row of C. 
Fasten off C, join B. 
With B, work in established pattern for 11 
rows or until 2nd ball of B is almost used 
up, ending with a complete row of B. 
Fasten off B, join A. 
With A, work in established pattern for 12 
rows or until 2nd ball of A is almost used 
up, ending with a complete row of A. 
Fasten off A. Weave in ends. 
 
FINISHING (optional) 
Using matching sewing thread and needle, 
sew 38 beads, evenly spaced across each 
short edge of wrap.
